Event Description

On the occasion of World Honey Bee Day i.e. 19/08/2023, Saturday, Haritima The Environmental
Awareness Society of Hansraj College in collaboration with Golden Hive foundation organised a
workshop at Sundar Nursery from 9.30 am to 11.30am. The Workshop was organised with the aim of
educating participants about the vital role of honey bees in pollination and their impact on the
ecosystem. The Workshop was led by Mr. Rakesh Gupta ,Chief Advisor, Golden Hive foundation having
more than 25 participants ,where the participants got the opportunity to gain a profound understanding
of beekeeping.
