
 

 
 IQAC Initiatives 2023-24 

 

Throughout the year, IQAC, Hansraj College has played a key role in developing, 
planning, and overseeing a number of tasks meant to improve and enrich the institution's 
teaching and learning procedures, research, innovation, and social and environmental 
concerns. 

 

 
Hansraj College Information System 
The Hansraj College Information System is a comprehensive digital platform aimed at collecting, 

managing, and safeguarding detailed records of faculty and student activities at Hansraj College. During 

the academic year 2023–2024, the system was enhanced with new features, including additional tabs to 

record a wide array of student activities post-enrolment. These records include participation in academic 

and extracurricular activities, achievements, certifications, research projects, internships, and placement 

details. 

This initiative has been aligned with the college's Mentorship Program, where one mentor is assigned to 

guide 15–20 students. Faculty members, acting as mentors or guardians, actively monitor the student portal. 

They provide individualized support, encourage participation in diverse activities, and resolve any issues 

related to the system. This integration enriches the documentation of student progress and contributes to 

improved placement outcomes and academic development. 

 
Promoting Interdisciplinary Research 
Hansraj College fosters a culture of interdisciplinary research and innovation among students and faculty 

members. Throughout the year, the college actively invited research proposals aimed at facilitating 
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collaborative efforts among faculty from various departments or enabling independent contributions. This 

initiative encourages innovative thinking and addresses complex research challenges. 

To further incentivize research excellence, the Research Development Cell launched two prestigious awards 

during Foundation' Day 2024: the Mahatma Hansraj Research Excellence Award and the Research 
Excellence Award for High-Impact Publications. These awards celebrate and acknowledge exceptional 

research contributions that benefit the college community, enhance its academic standing, and inspire others 

to pursue impactful research. 

 
Student Learning Centre, IQAC 
Established in 2020, the IQAC Student Learning Centre remains committed to fostering a culture of 

knowledge-sharing, bridging learning gaps, and developing essential soft skills among students. The Centre 

organizes various workshops, courses, and peer-to-peer mentoring initiatives. 

Highlights from the 2023–2024 academic year include: 

• A 32-hour Add-on Certificate Course on Machine Learning (October 6–November 24, 2023) 

conducted in hybrid mode, enabling students to develop practical machine-learning skills 

applicable to AI and real-world challenges. 

• An Online Workshop on Business Analytics: Sentiment Analysis Using R Studio (October 7–

8, 2023) in collaboration with the Commerce Department, focusing on textual data analysis and its 

relevance in business decision-making. 

• A Peer-to-Peer Training Workshop (October 9–13, 2023) in collaboration with Rajbhasha 

Karyanvayan Samiti, where physical science students mentored Hindi department students on using 

Microsoft Office tools. 

• A training program on QGIS and Image Processing (October 30–November 6, 2023) in 

partnership with Miranda House College and the Mahatma Hansraj Faculty Development Centre, 

aimed at building proficiency in Geographic Information Systems. 

• A seminar titled "Statistics of Finite Level Systems" (February 22, 2024) organized with the 

Physics and Electronics Department, which introduced students to advanced statistical concepts 

and their applications in understanding natural phenomena. 
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Peer mentoring programs have also been extended to several departments to support remedial classes and 

address learning gaps, thus ensuring holistic academic support for students. 

 
Academic and Administrative Auditing 
Regular academic and administrative audits are integral to Hansraj College's quality assurance framework. 

In December 2024, the institution conducted an internal academic audit for the preceding academic session. 

These audits play a pivotal role in evaluating the effectiveness and efficiency of teaching-learning 

processes, ensuring that each department adheres to high standards of academic delivery. 

 

 
Dell Aspire Scholarship Program 
Hansraj College, in collaboration with the Michael and Susan Dell Foundation, introduced the Dell Aspire 
Scholarship Program to empower students by addressing financial, academic, and personal barriers. The 

scholarship extends beyond financial assistance, offering mentorship and resources to enhance student 

readiness for academic success and future careers. 

The program selected its inaugural cohort of 30 Dell Aspire Scholars, focusing on uplifting students from 

underprivileged backgrounds. It was officially launched on February 24, 2024, at the India Habitat Centre, 

with the presence of scholars, foundation representatives, and Hansraj College faculty. This initiative not 

only ensures higher retention and graduation rates but also equips participants to unlock their full potential 

and contribute meaningfully to society. 

 
Mitti Café Training Centre 
Mitti Café is a non-profit organisation committed to the cause of employment and livelihoods for people 

with special needs. As part of our mission to support indivisuals with disability we opened the first Mitti 

café on campus in February, 2023.  

 
Plagiarism Awareness Workshop 
In March 2024, the IQAC organized a workshop on Drilbit Plagiarism Software for faculty members. 

This session aimed to familiarize teachers with effective plagiarism detection tools and foster a culture of 
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academic integrity. Participants were trained on using the software to evaluate research submissions and 

ensure compliance with ethical publishing standards. 

 
Malaviya Mission Teacher Training Programme Centre 
The Malaviya Mission Teacher Training Programme (MMTTP) was relaunched in September 2023 

with a restructured framework. This program focuses on empowering educators through a range of 

interventions, including training, re-training, orientation sessions, and skill development workshops. The 

initiative emphasizes: 

• Development of generic and pedagogical skills 

• Discipline-specific content enhancement 

• ICT and technology-enabled teaching 

• Holistic approaches to addressing challenges in education 

MMTTP aspires to create a robust support system for faculty development, thereby improving the overall 

quality of education at Hansraj College. 
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
