Report: 

A workshop as well as Hands-on Training for making Herbal soaps, herbal colors, nail paint remover and 

sanitizer was organised by Institution’s Innovation Council, Hansraj college at Nav Bharti Public School, 

Deepali, Pitampura Delhi-110034 under the umbrella of 'Innovation & Entrepreneurship Outreach 

Program'. The main objective of the workshop was to explore and review the Chemistry behind these 

products and to understand the need of “herbal” products.  

The workshop started with a keynote speech by Prof. Vijay Rani Rajpal on the importance of natural 

products and how this can lead to start of a small-scale start-up.
